HEALTHone Version 6.1 has several new features as described below.

1. APPOINTMENTS

Introduction

The appointment module has been replaced by a much improved version which not only retains all the
features of the existing (Multi User) system but which also has several new features. There is a separate
document which explains in detail how this system works. We will summarise the module here.

a) This module replaces completely the original single user appointment system

b) Users of the existing multi user appointments can choose to continue to use the existing system or
they can easily change to the new system. Old appointments are very easily converted to the new
system.

Note: New appointments entered to the new system cannot be converted back to the old system

2. Web Synchronisation

AWebSyncod is a Health one module that allows Synchroni ¢
This is installed independently of Health one. It operates along the same principles as the current network
synchronization.

Many GPs have several centres of practice. Others have laptops at home. Both sets of users can now have
the patient data synchronized automatically in the background at user defined intervals. Of course the user
can instigate a Websync, manually also at any time.

The websync client will then, at predefined intervals, or at any time manually by the user, move these files

from the outbox to the exchange database calledthe dlKkange Server o

At the same time the websync client will move any files in the xchange server, destined for the client source,

to an fAin boxo on the cl i enlinmeli@elyallfikes mve been ndoved |OMie a t h e
xchange server to the inbox, Health one will integrate all these transactions to the destination source.

The data xchange works in both directions.

3. Text Messaging

This simple, yet highly effective feature allows sites to send text message reminders to patients. You can
remind patients about appointments and reduce non attendance rates, notify patients of lab results and
examination recalls. Text messaging is a proven and cost effective way to communicate with your patient
population.

New setup will allow users with internet access to use the facility where modules and health one itself are
updated automatically usually in the middle of the night, without user intervention. User will also be able to
run the live update manually by clicking Help C Web Update

Only paid up members of HIUG will be able to use this facility

Drug updates will also be done using the live Update and this will only be available to those who have paid
their annual drug charges.
